Common Alphabetic (CA) follows the formula “consonants as in English, vowels
as in Italian,” plus @ as in “cat,” v [compare the linguist’s A] as in “gut,” z as in “adz,”
and yw (after 1 or n, simply w) for “umlaut u.” A lost initial ng- is restored to
distinguish the states of Weé1 #& and Ngwe1 3, both now “We1.” Tones are high, rising,
16w, and falling. The other systems are Pinyin (PY) and Wade-Giles (WG).
